The school district and its schools continually update their crisis planning procedures. From time to time, we will
update you on some of these plans.

There are some situations-a power outage in the winter as an example--- where the student body may need to be
relocated for the day or part of the day. This evacuation location, different for each school, could for example be a
local business, another school, or a faith-based site.

Please inform the school office if your child would be unable to evacuate to a faith-based location, because of reli-
gious, cultural, or personal reasons, or if you need additional information.

By the way, crisis management professionals universally advise that schools not publicize their evacuation sites.
This recommendation is because of that rare possibility where an evacuation is caused by a threat.

If a school evacuation was necessary, for any reason or for any amount of time, the school district would utilize its
emergency alert capabilities to notify parents by all phone numbers and email addresses on record. 1f you do not be-
lieve that your child's school has your most current contact information, please contact the school to proved updated
information.

Older
students can log in, view their own ac-
counts, place holds, make personal lists
of books, print bibliographies, even write
reviews, and because Destiny is web-
based, they can do all this online from
anywhere.
